Thomas Waterman Wood spent time during the Civil War and shortly thereafter in the upper South of Nashville, 
TN, and Kentucky. During his stay, he made a number of sketches of African-Americans, and upon his return to 
the Northeast, he developed these into insightful works of the life of the freed slave. This painting of an African-
American domestic, a generation after emancipation, was one of several works on the theme of the American 
household in the boom times of the late 1880's and early 1890's, especially in the Northeast. Ironically, she is  
serving, serving in freedom, a paradox that engages the viewer.
